We Have Rights empowers individuals with essential knowledge about their legal
rights in the United States, offering Know Your Rights quides, videos, and materials
in multiple languages to help users navigate interactions with law enforcement, ICE,
and other officials during home raids, street stops, or workplace encounters.

Immigrant Defense Project (IDP) is a valuable resource for immigrants, providing
guidance on their rights during ICE raids or immigration enforcement actions. It covers
essential rights like remaining silent, refusing entry without a warrant, and recording
interactions with immigration officers.

The LaGuardia Community College Foundation offers various financial assistance and
student support programs, including the Friedman Fund, for eligible students of any
citizenship status to help you achieve your goals.

For courses under $299
-100% (-$20 per course) if written request received 3 business days prior to Ist day of class
-50% (-520 per course) if written request received prior to second week of classes

For courses $299 and above or more than 50 hours of instruction

-100% (-$20 per course) if written request received 3 business days prior to Ist day of class
- 75% (-$20 per course) if written request received prior to completion of 10% of class hours
-50% (-520 per course) if written request received prior to completion of 20% of class hours

$20 will be deducted from refunds as shown above up to a limit of $40.

Allow 4-6 weeks to receive refunds for payment made by check or cash.

Allow 2 billing cycles for credit charges to reflect refund on monthly statements.
Credit Card/Debit Card payments are refunded back to the original card used at time
of purchase.
